GWRRA is a Not-For-Profit 501(c)4 organization, which was 

established to extol educational values and vision shared by 

Jim Cole, who was preceded by Bill Kitchin, and Robert 

òPeteó Woodruff in 1987, throughout the organization.  

(Note: The following information has been extracted from 

GWRRA Rider Education Program Handbook, Eighth Edi-

tion, March 2004, with the various sections noted, as well.)  

 

The GWRRA Rider Education Levels Program is intended to make the motorcycle environment 

safer by reducing injuries and fatalities by increasing motorcyclist skills and awareness through 

education and training. The Rider Education Levels Program does not propose to have all the an-

swers. However, our close -working relationship with the Motorcycle Safety Foundation (MSF) as 

well as additional GWRRA programs and studies, has provided a wealth of information, for use in 

establishing a comprehensive Rider Education Levels Program. Through òCommitment, Educa-

tion, and Preparednessó we can reduce our accident rate significantly.  Thus we do our part to aid 

in Member Retention (C)4 Purpose .  

 

GWRRAõs REP Slogan is òSafety Is For Lifeóétheir mission is òTo Save Lives Through Quality, 

World Class Education.ó 

 

Level I:        Safe Miles ð Safety by Commitment  

Level 1 of the Rider Education Levels Program represents the commitment of the Rider and/or 

the Co-Rider to practice and encourage safe motorcycle operation whenever they operate 

their motorcycle.  

Safety begins as a state of mind that can only be attained through total commitment.  

Every successful accomplishment begins with a commitment to reach the intended objective.   

Though there is no mileage requirement to enter Level I, the commitment to safe riding is in-

dicated by the accumulation, since joining GWRRA, of accident free miles.   

 

Requirements ð Level I:  

Must be a current membership with GWRRA and the expressed commitment of the Rider and/

or Co-Rider to strive for and practice safe riding.  

Complete application form N.7 along with the appropriate fee, $6.00 for each registrant.  

Insignia ð Level I:  

The round òSafe Milesó patch, Rider or Co-Rider rocker and the 1st Safe Miles pin.  

The black and gold version of the patches and rockers are available for an additional $1.00, 

for the set.  

Renewal ð Level I:  

There is no renewal for this level.

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Once a member becomes a participant they remain as 

an active Level I as long as they are members or 

until they progress to higher levels.  

Updated Safe Miles pins and rockers are available by 

submitting the REPLA form with $2.00.  

 

Level II:              Tour Rider - Safety by Education  

Level II of the RELP represents the continuing commit-

ment of the Rider and/or Co -Rider to be safer mo-

torcyclists by completing approved motorcycle 

training at regular intervals in order to build and maintain optimum riding skills and 

awareness.   

GWRRA has chosen several educational training programs for the Riders and Co -Riders such 

as: ARC ð TRC (GWRRA)éBRC ð ERC (MSF Bike Safety Course). 

GWRRA encourages connecting with the experts for on bike training.  

Completing courses provides the foundation and skills for your quest to be a safer motorcycle 

rider.  

All recognized programs are taught by qualified and certified instructors. For the Co -Rider, 

GWRRA has provided an excellent seminar program and many areas offer participation in 

òTwo Upó rider course programs to assist in their role in the safety aspect of motorcycle 

riding.  Remember, motorcycle education goes òhand-in-handó with commitment.  

This is when a Rider Education Levels Program participant truly begins to understand the 

Level I commitment.  

Rider Requirement ð Level II:  

Be a current GWRRA member  

Be enrolled in Level I of the RELP and have 5,000 safe miles.  

Have a current motorcycle license endorsement as required in the memberõs home state. 

Submit a completed REPLA form (N.7), along with the appropriate fee, $5.00 to the Chapterõs 

Rider Educator.  

Co-Rider Requirement ð Level II:  

Be a current GWRRA member  

Be enrolled in Level I of the RELP and have 5,000 safe miles.  

Have completed an approved Two -Up Rider course or GWRRA Co -Rider seminar within the 

past three years.  

Submit a completed REPLA form (N.7), along with the appropriate fee, $5.00 to the Chapterõs 

Rider Educator.  

Insignia ð Level II : 

Rider (or Co -Rider) Education òtriangleó patch. 

The black and gold version of the patches and rockers are available for an additional $1.00, 

for the set.  

Renewal: - Level II:  

There is no renewaléjust updating the REP Levels Data form and forwarding the necessary 

monetary commitment.  

Submit a completed Level II updated form along with the required validating documents 

(completion cards) and updating fee for each participant (for Level II only) to the Chapter 

Educator.

Rider Education, continued  
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 Level III:   

Certified Tour Rider - Safety by Preparedness  

Level III represents the commitment of the Rider and/or Co -

Rider to be prepared in the event of an accident to give aid 

and possibly save lives.  

This is achieved by becoming knowledgeable in First Aid 

or CPR through training and by carrying a first aid kit on 

their motorcycle at all times.  
 

Rider/Co -Rider Requirements ð Level III:  

Be a current GWRRA member  

Be enrolled and current in Level II of the RELP (Rider Education Levels Program)  

Submit a completed REPL application form (N.7), along with the appropriate fee of $4.00, to 

the chapterõs RE 

Insignia ð Level III:  

Certified Tour Rider or Certified Co -Rider rectangular patch to display above the Level II 

patch.  

The black and gold version of the patches and rockers are available for an additional $1.00  

Renewal: - Level III:  

There is no renewaléjust updating the REP Levels Data form and forwarding the necessary 

monetary commitment.  

Submit a completed Level III updated form along with the required validating documents 

(completion cards) and updating fee for each participant (for Level III only) to the Chap-

ter Educator.  

 

Level IV:  

Master Tour Rider - Safety by Enhanced Commitment and Preparedness  

Level IV is the most prestigious level within the Rider Education Levels Program and is re-

ferred to as Master Tour Rider/Co -Rider.  

It represents the highest level of commitment by the Rider and/or Co -Rider toward safe rid-

ing and preparedness.  

This commitment is shown by a demonstrated history of safe miles, continuing education, 

and current certification in both First Aid and CPR.  

Level IV comprises a group of individuals who are ambassadors to the members in all levels 

of the GWRRA. 

 

Rider Requirements ð Level IV:  

Be a current GWRRA member  

Be a participant in Level III of RELP and have been current in Level III for at least one full 

year  

Have ridden a minimum of 25,000 safe miles  

Be current in both First Aid and CPR and updating fee for each participant (for Level IV only)

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Chapter Educator Master Recognition Program:  

Master Tour Riders (Level IV Riders and Co -Riders) 

have been active in the program and continuous 

updating Level IV for 5, 10, 15 years or more.  

Senior Master:  

Those members meeting a minimum 5 years of active 

participation and continuous updating of Level IV, plus are current members.  

Grand Master:  

Those members meeting a minimum 10 years of active participation and continuous updating 

of Level IV, plus are current members.  

Life Grand Master:  

Those members meeting a minimum 15 years of active participation and continuous updating 

of Level IV, plus are current members.  

 

Additional information:  

All checks should be made out to òGWRRA Masters Programó only.  

No cash through the mail and no checks made out to any officer, only GWRRA Masters Pro-

gram.  

Do Not  send Level I, II, III, IV applications forms to Phoenix, as the forms should be returned 

to your local chapterõs Rider Educator. 

Rider Education recognizes mileage accomplishments through programs, as well; Safe Miles 

Program and the High Mileage Program.  

An accident is defined as any incident that results in reportable property damage or per-

sonal injury during the operation or use of a motorcycle.  

Reportable includes, but is not limited to, any law enforcement accident report or insurance 

claim that was filed as a result of the incident.ó 

Application for Safe Miles is accomplished by submitting the REPL application form N.7, plus 

$2.00 for each rocker or pin per applicant to the Chapter Educa-

tor.  

Safe Miles Pins are available in 5,000 -mile increments through 

95,000 miles. At 100,000 safe miles (or additional increments of 

100,000 safe miles) a rocker patch is available. Thus at 105,000 

safe miles the Member applies for both a rocker and a pin.
