LEADERS GIVE DIRECTIONS

As leader at some point you will need to give directions to members of your team.

The members of your team will require clear and specific directions from you the leader,
the person in charge. Your directions should focus on the task that needs to be accom-
plished.

As leader you should present the directions through the use of brief, direct, and action -
oriented sentences. These statements should indicate what the member is to do, in what
order, and by when. You should not only convey that you are decisive, but equally im-
portant you regard the member of the team with dignity and respect.

All directions should be clear, direct, and decisive. Following your presentation of the
directions, you can then deal wi th t-endedt eam me m
guestions, summaries, reflective listening, and other forms of superego desensitizers.

GUIDELINES FOR GIVING DIRECTIONS

Precede the directions with a statement of purpose.

Focus the directions specifically on the tasks that need to be accomplished.
Present the directions in a series of brief statements.

Sequence the directions in the order that they are to be performed.

Summarize the directions after the specific details have been presented.

7. Correct any misunderstanding and address questions; reconfirm
that there is mutual understanding of any modification from the
original set of directions.
